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Flora Public Library Board of Trustees

Minutes of 12-12-2011       

President Pat Booth called the meeting to order at 7:04 PM.  Present were President Pat Booth, Vice President Maralee Johnson, Treasurer Dr. Robert Marley,  Becky Stocke, Joe McCoy, Karen Briscoe,  Bill Atwood, Ellen Erwin and Library Director Donna Corry.  Absent- Jeanie Briscoe.  

Recognition of Visitors -  Randy Bukas – Flora City Administrator– Mr. Bukas gave a brief history of his work experience, and stated that he and his wife are big supporters of a strong Library system.  He stated that he looked forward to working and living in Flora and working with the Flora Library.

Correspondence –No correspondence to review.  

Minutes of 11-14 -2011 meeting were approved with no corrections. Motion made by Joe McCoy and seconded by Karen Briscoe. Motion carried unanimously. 

Treasurer’s Report – Bill Atwood made motion to approve the Treasurer’s report and seconded by Karen Briscoe.  Motion passed unanimously. 

Library Director’s Report –

-Comments on reports

  -We received a check from the city on 11/18/11 for $10,193.67 (all income tax)

  -There was a very small amount of interest added to the Endowment Fund 

   Savings Account (88 cents)

-We had 163 circulations on Overdrive in November.  We did a story on e-  

 readers being good Christmas presents as well as non-resident cards.  There 
 have already been some people in with new equipment

-23 children and 20 adults attended the children’s Christmas party.

-I have volunteered to serve on an Advisory Council of Illinois Heartland Library System.  There are going to be two 16 member councils.  There is a letter in your packet that explains what the councils will be doing.

-IHLS hopes to have an automation vendor selected by the middle of January at the latest.  There is no definite timeline but at the Users group meeting, the automation staff said that Fall 2012 is the tentative date to be circulating on the new system.   

-We have received the signed documentation back from the Illinois Library Association for accepting 501(c)(3) donations through their organization.  We also received a copy of their tax exempt letter.  Donor checks have to be made payable to “Illinois Library Association” with a notation that it is being made for the Flora Public Library.

-Tina had gallbladder surgery last Monday so she will be out for a while.  We all have vacation days left and if Tina is gone the rest of the month, we may have a problem getting them all in.  Is it okay to carry up to two vacation days over to the next year if we need to?  If so, is there a deadline for staff to use them? 

-I have the Statement of Economic Interest forms for everyone to sign.  

Committee Report – None to report.      

Payment of Bills – Motion to pay bills by Bill Atwood and seconded by Dr. Robert Marley.  Motion passed unanimously. 

Unfinished Business – 

Building maintenance – President Pat Booth stated he was unable to attend meeting with Joe McCoy, Mike Becker and Eric Dibbons. The meeting was to review needed repair work and request bids for the grant application.   Joe McCoy gave a brief description of the meeting.   Randy Bukas, stated that Olney Library had used ACI Roofing and they had placed a membrane that was durable enough to walking on it.  Joe McCoy will continue to pursue the bids, noting the deadline is close at hand. 

Health Insurance Cap correction of $670.72 to be made on documents from last meeting.  Motion made by Becky Stocke and seconded by Maralee Johnson. Motion passed unanimously. 

Other unfinished business:  

Randy Bukas was asked if he could look into the possibility of getting the North yard lights working to provide safe passage for the employees to their parking area.  He said he would look into it. 

Bats: It appears that the electronic repellants are working.  

New Business: 

Budget Fiscal year 2012-2013 – 2nd Draft – Draft was reviewed and motion to approve was made by Bill Atwood and Seconded by Ellen Erwin – Motion passed unanimously. 

Raffle of Kindle Fire in January – Donna Corry stated the Library will be raffling a Kindle Fire to raise funds and also to promote the down load free e-books through the Go Overdrive collection.  Motion to approve made by Joe McCoy and seconded by Maralee Johnson, motion passed unanimously.  Randy Bukas stated that the City of Flora would waive the permit fee.  Board members and employees, along with immediate members of their households are excluded from winning the raffle. 

Offsite Backup – Maralee Johnson and Donna Corry looked into the computer backup options.  Mypcbackup.com allows the best option for the Library.  Motion to approve the purchase limiting the cost to $10 per month was made by Bill Atwood and seconded by Karen Briscoe.  Motion passed unanimously.  

Extended Vacation Days Period – Due to an illness of one of the employees, off time is very short.  It appears that the employees will need more time to use their 2011 vacation days.  Donna will try to have them used by the end of the year but additional time may be needed.  Motion to allow the time be extended to end of January 2012 made by Ellen Erwin seconded by Joe McCoy.  Motion passed unanimously.
