MINUTES-1/12/2009

Vice President, Pat Booth called the meeting to order at 7:01 p.m.  Present were, Robert Marley, Jeanie Briscoe, Bill Atwood, Pat Booth, Maralee Johnson and Donna Corry, Library Director.  Jan Cycholl, Julianna Mason, Bernadine Rankin, and Stan Timm were absent. 

There were no visitors.

Correspondence was two thank you cards from employees for Christmas bonuses.


Minutes for the December 8, 2008 meeting were approved as read.  


For the treasurer’s report, Donna noted that the second page nine at the end of the packet was an amended version that included updated balances and another donation to the Endowment Fund.  It was also noted that the Operating Fund CD for $50,000.00 will mature Feb. 18, 2009.  The CD will not be reinvested as it will go back into the Operating Fund.  Bill Atwood moved and Jeanie Briscoe seconded a motion to approve the December Treasurer’s Report.   Motion carried unanimously. 


In the Director’s report, Donna reported that:

· Once again, a bat was found hanging on the ceiling on Dec. 29.  The building was evacuated and Animal Control called.  Animal Control removed the bat from the premises unharmed.  Donna reported that there are some companies in Illinois that examine buildings and look for entry points for a charge, and hopefully rid the building of bats.  However, it was noted that the process could be expensive.  No action was taken. 

· The art print “Liberty Flight” by Tom Mansanarez was provide for the board to view.  It was donated by Haskell and Pat Nutgrass who estimate the value to be $350.00

· Donna reported that someone with the IRS will be at the library on Jan. 23 as part of “Project 1099,” a program to educate businesses on when and how to file a 1099 form.

There were no committee reports.

Under Unfinished Business, there was nothing to discuss as Dr. Timm was absent.  

Under New Business, the board had the first reading of an update of the Emergency Procedures Policy.  Information on the Automated External Defibrillator (AED) was added to the floor plan and the policy.  Also, #7 was reviewed to provide clarification.  There was a discussion regarding whether library employees should be paid for time missed because of emergencies or time should be made up.  The general consensus was that the employees would not be paid for lost time due to closings for weather or other emergencies.  Staff members may be allowed to make up some hours if the need arises and at the discretion of the library director.  

A budget amendment that reflected the current balance of gifts and memorials was presented.  Maralee Johnson moved and Jeanie Briscoe seconded a motion to approve the budget amendment.  Motion carried unanimously.

Statements of Economic Interest were given to those attending to fill out.  The remaining forms will be mailed out to the other trustees. 

After a review of bills and financial statements, Robert Marley moved and Bill Atwood seconded a motion to pay the bills.  Motion carried unanimously.
