FLORA PUBLIC LIBRARY BOARD OF TRUSTEES             

MINUTES-10-12-09
President, Pat Booth called the meeting to order at 7:32 p.m.  Present were, Pat Booth, Maralee Johnson, Becky Stocke, Bill Atwood, Stanley Timm, Ellen Erwin and Donna Corry, Library Director.  Jeanie Briscoe and Robert Marley were absent. 

There were no visitors.  

There was one item of correspondence.  A thank you note from the family of C. L. Halsey was passed around.

Ellen Erwin moved and Maralee Johnson seconded a motion to approve the September minutes as read.  Motion carried unanimously.    


In the Treasurer’s report, Donna Corry gave the report in the absence of Dr. Marley.  She reported that a $41,000 check was received from the City, $33,500 in Real Estate taxes and $7,500 from the Utility Fund.  $25,000 of that check is being transferred to the Flora Bank & Trust VIP account.  She also reported that two E-Pay payments were made in September.  Interest in the amount of $1,559.51 was added to the Duff CD#1 and interest of$349.12 was added to Duff CD #2 (see page 8).  The Endowment Fund savings account had $75.87 in interest added (see page 9).  She also reported that pages 11A & B were the budget vs. actual expenses as of Sept. 30 while pages 12A & B represented budget vs. actual expenses after Oct. 12 board meeting checks.  After the Treasurer’s report was thoroughly reviewed, Bill Atwood moved and Stanley Timm seconded a motion that it be approved.  Motion carried unanimously.    


In the Director’s report, Donna reported that:

-The Friends book sale was a great success and receipts totaled $889.20
-The technology plan will be updated in the next two months
-Several local and library history items have been purchased on eBay in the past few years including custard glass pieces featuring Carnegie Library, Parsons letters, Harstans, and local history books and miscellanea

-A letter signed by Franklin D. Roosevelt and another signed by Hebert Hoover were found in the Price family items that were donated recently

In committee reports, Dr. Timm reported as follows: (Buidling & Grounds)  On 9-28-09, Dr. Timm contacted Scott’s Heating & Air Conditioning regarding that their services for maintenance will not be needed this fall as Jansen’s Heating & A/C will duplicate them while cleaning the air ducts.  Jansen’s will complete cleaning & installation of filters Oct. 12-14.  Scott’s HVAC was to give time and itemized list of things to be completed on contract.  Dr. Timm will meet with Scott to review the library needs.  It appears Scott did not live up to the old contract.  City of Flora will remove dead tree on South side of library per Dave Thompson.
After a review of bills and financial statements by all members, Becky Stocke moved and Maralee Johnson seconded a motion that the invoices be paid.   Motion carried unanimously.

Under Unfinished Business, 
-Window caulking – Mt. Vernon Glass- Donna called and secretary had no idea as to status of project.  The secretary was to remind him.

-Dr. Timm is to secure someone for sheet rock work – would like to have caulking done before sheetrock and painting

Under New Business, trustees submitted names for possible new board members.  Trustees must live inside the city limits of Flora.  Pat Booth is to contact person decided on with one backup.  Bill Atwood suggested that Donna & staff make recommendations in case person selected cannot serve.   

After a review of the Per Capita Grant (copy in packet) and attached Building Maintenance Plan , Maralee Johnson moved and Ellen Erwin seconded a motion to approve it.  Motion included approval of the Building Maintenance Plan as this is the final reading.  Motion carried unanimously. 

Donna reminded everyone to contact state legislators about reinstating funding for library systems and libraries.  Donna sent email earlier in the day with link to page to send emails to legislators.  

The board reviewed the following:

-Disposal of Surplus Library Material Policy – 2ndt Reading

-New Patron Confidentiality Policy – 2nd Reading

-Multimedia Workstation Policies – Final Reading

-Building Maintenance Plan – Final Reading.  

During the final reading of the Multimedia Workstation Policies, it was noted that the four juvenile computers are not hooked up to Internet, with a library card patrons get 30 minutes on the Internet computers, if patron does not have a library card they may purchase a $2.00 computer pass which is good for two weeks, patrons under 18 must have parent or guardian sign Internet Use Agreement and patrons under 14 must have parent or guardian present to use Internet.  Non-resident fees for September totaled $360.00.  Wi-fi is included in the Multimedia Workstation Policies.  After the review, Ellen Erwin moved and Becky Stocke seconded a motion to approve the Multimedia Workstation Policies.  Motion passed unanimously.

Under upcoming meeting, Donna reported that Angela Garrett and Tina McCormack will be attending the Turning The Page conference in Decatur for the Gates Opportunity Online Grant from Oct. 20-22.  

Board meeting time changes to 7:00 pm beginning with the November meeting.  Pat Booth exhibited leaves from a tree in Library Park which may be either pawpaw or buckeye.  He is researching further.


Bill Atwood moved to adjourn at 8:30 pm, Ellen Erwin seconded, motion carried unanimously. 
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
