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Flora Public Library Board of Trustees

Minutes of 11- 16-2009

       

  President Pat Booth called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.  Present were Treasurer Dr. Bob Marley, Ellen Erwin, Maralee Johnson, Becky Stocke, Jeanie Briscoe, Bill Atwood, Library Director Donna Corry.  New member Karen Briscoe was present and welcomed.  Absent was Dr. Stanley Timm. 

          There were no visitors. 

          No correspondence. 

          Minutes of 10-12-2009 meeting were approved with no corrections, motion made by Maralee Johnson and seconded by Becky Stocke.  Motion carried unanimously. 

          Treasurer’s Report – On 11-23-09, the CD at Edward Jones will renew.  Dr. Marley will go for six months and call members if he has questions.  There was discussion of City finds being paid differently from previous years.  Donna asked about spending some of the interest, a check was received from FB&T in the amount of $1500.  There was a motion to move the $61,000 to CD#1 $15,000, rolled together (See page 9).  Ellen Erwin made the motion, seconded by Bill Atwood. Motion passed unanimously.  A motion to approve the Treasurer Report was made by Ellen Erwin and seconded by Jeanie Briscoe.  Motion passed unanimously. 

          Library Director’s Report – Donna’s mother is now on Hospice.  Her sister and she are the caregivers.  Donna is keeping track of her hours spent away from the Library and would like to make them up, if that’s okay.  President Pat Booth, spoke on behalf of the board, telling Donna, there is no issue with the time off.   Angela and Tina attended Grant format meeting.  They brought back good information.  Jansen’s Heating suggested UV lights to kill mold and etc.  Board was not interested in the recommendation.  The Jansen repair payment is to come out of building fund.  

          Committee Report – There are cracks in the heat exchanger and repairs were made by Scott’s Heating and Air Conditioning.  The bill is for labor as the parts are under warranty.  When exchanger was fired up it generated a smoke which Donna had police investigated.  Donna paid Jansen and is paying Scott’s in this month’s bill.  A notation was made regarding the bicycle rack needs to be repaired and painted and will be looked over. 

          Payment of Bills – After a review of bills and financials statements, motion to pay the bills was made by Bill Atwood and seconded by Dr. Robert Marley.  Motion passed unanimously. 

          Unfinished Business – No unfinished business 

          New Business – Budget fiscal 10-11- First Draft reviewed – Increase noted in payroll and taxes.  There will be a mandatory minimum wage increase in 2010.  Next two years we will receive a computer each year from the line grant.  Christmas Bonus – should be able to meet last year’s bonuses/gifts.  Last year was held to the same level as 2007.  Discussion continues regarding what amount to pay.  Patty will not receive a Christmas bonus/gift.  Motion to approve bonuses/gifts was made by Bill Atwood and seconded by Maralee Johnson – Motion approved unanimously. 

          Second Quarter Reports were presented for informational purposes to board members. 

Technology Plan – First reading- different tool tech-atlas is being used.  Wireless circulation is being pushed by library system for the future. 

Long Range Plan – First reading – update from 2004-2009, no changes but objective is to increase hits 5% this year.  Suggested contact school to add library to the Flora School Web Page. 

Disposal of Surplus Library Material Policy – Final Reading – Library Directories can dispose per her discretion.  Dr. Robert Marley made the motion, seconded by Becky Stocke.  Motion passed unanimously. 

New Patron Confidentiality Policy – Final Reading -guides the staff on how to handle outside request for information.  Motion was made by Maralee Johnson and seconded by Dr. Robert Marley. Motion passed unanimously. 

          Build Illinois Form – 20 year outlook on renovation of building to establish needs for “Building and Recovery Act”.  Thanks to Donna’s work the Flora Library has benefited greatly from Donna’s securing grants from the State of Illinois. 

          Open discussion – Bill Atwood suggested cards to retired board members.  Bernadine Rankin, Mrs. Cycholl, Julianna Mason.  Mrs. Kathryn Smith passed away and it was noted she had served the Library for 30 years of service.  Becky will get a book and the board will donate it in the name of Mrs. Smith 

          Flora Chamber of Commerce – sent an invitation for the Library to join the chamber organization.  Discussion indicated that the Library was under the City of Flora entity and need not apply.  Motion made by Dr. Robert Marley, seconded by Ellen Erwin, motion passed unanimously.
