Flora Public Library Board Meeting

Monday March 08, 2010

Correspondence:  Thank you note from Dr. Stanley Timm’s family regarding the gift sent to the family in his memory. 

Approval of Minutes:  Emailed earlier, no correction or additions.  Motion to approve by Ellen Erwin, Second Joe McCoy, motion carried unanimously. 

Treasurer Report:  (Page 3).  Motion to approve Treasurer’s report by Ellen Erwin and Second by Becky Stocke, motion carrier unanimously.

Discussion with the Treasurer’s report by Donna Corry:  See page 6 of Report – Received from some moneys, yet to receive the $44,000 state income tax from the City.  The State of Illinois is about three months behind on payments to the City of Flora.  There have been no cuts from the City.  The State of Illinois is issuing vouchers to the City but this causes the City to have to delay payment to the Library.  This year the City of Flora is not advancing payments as before but rather paying as they received the funds from the State.  Worst case scenario we get $18,000 but we have money in the bank.  Shawnee Library System has a 16% reduction in their budget. 

Director’s Report – (Back of Green Sheet) See attached report.

Payment of the Bills – Motion made by Dr. Robert Marley, Second by Karen Briscoe, motion carried unanimously. 

Unfinished Business: 

Building Maintenance – Mt. Vernon Glass continues to delay.  Donna Corry will call Mt. Vernon Glass to again request them to come to do the caulking.  It was recommended that we call everyday to resolve the issue. 

Becky Stocke asked about the repair of the bike rack.  Bill Atwood is to take the rack to DC welding for the repair. 

New Business: 

Glenda Duke, representing Alpha Delta Kappa Sorority spoke with Donna Corry and stated the Sorority is disbanding and they have a balance in their account.  They would like to purchase furniture for the children’s corner.  The furniture was discussed and the board was receptive to the purchase by the Sorority.  An acknowledgement would be put on the furniture stating who donated the furniture, as well as a newspaper article.  See Second page regarding the youth size furniture.

 Illinois Freedom of Information Act & Open Meetings Act (FOIA)  – White page with the “?” on it.  “Draft” being presented.  It was suggested that “Funds are levied for C1,2,3,4,5,6 appear with an asterisk and a foot note that the City of Flora levies these amounts.   The City of Flora is also a fiduciary party and not an advisory part of the Flora Library board.  It was also the thought of the board to stay with the model presented as it was written by an Attorney from Peoria with the Rolling Prairie Library Systems in Decatur, IL.  This is one of the unfunded mandates of the State of Illinois which can cost the Library a great deal of money and the staff and board a lot of time.  The City Mayor is over the Flora Library and we need to contact the Mayor on any of our requests.  The draft for the FOIA will continue with the noted changes.  There is a need to elect officers for the FOIA and OMA. 

Officers for the FOIA – Primary – Donna Corry and Secondary – Angela Garrett.  

Motion to approve made by Karen Briscoe, seconded by Becky Stocke, motion carried unanimously. 

OMA (Open Meetings Act) Officers – Donna Corry / Library Director and Bill Atwood / Secretary, Board of Directors. 

Motion made by Karen Briscoe, Second Joe McCoy, Unanimously approved less vote by Bill Atwood abstained. 

FY2009-2010 Budget Amendment was approved.  Motion by Bill Atwood, Seconded by Joe McCoy, motion carried unanimously. 

New Antivirus Software – Pink Sheet – It is suggested that we go to a more comprehensive type of Antivirus software but the name was not included.  It was suggested that we secure the name of the software and discussed at the next meeting. 

Equipment – Gates Hardware Grant PC – Desk – (Yellow Pages)  Discussion of a desk for the Gate computers - A desk on rollers would be a great advantage for the use of the computers.  Two desks in the amount of $191each with keyboard drawer at $49.60 are to be purchased and they are in the budget so no motion needed.  However, the board recognized the need and was happy with the discount given for two desks over purchasing them separately.
