MINUTES-8/10/09

President, Pat Booth called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m.  Present were, Pat Booth, Maralee Johnson, Robert Marley, Becky Stocke, Bill Atwood, Stanley Timm, Jeanie Briscoe and Donna Corry, Library Director.  Bernadine Rankin and Ellen Erwin were absent. 

There were no visitors.


A letter of resignation from Bernadine Rankin was read.  She is resigning due to health issues.  The board reluctantly accepted.  Mrs. Rankin was commended for her many years of service.


Stan Timm moved and Jeanie Briscoe seconded a motion to approve the July minutes with one correction.  Robert Marley’s name was added as being absent.  Motion carried unanimously.    


After the Treasurer’s report was thoroughly reviewed, Maralee Johnson moved and Bill Atwood seconded a motion that it be approved.  Motion carried unanimously.    


In the Director’s report, Donna reported that:

-A check for $25,000.00 had been received from the city

-Interest was added to the Duff Trust CD#1
-The library has been awarded the Gates Opportunity Online Hardware Grant.   The required training will be done online instead of attending the Decatur two-day session
-Summer Reading Program is completed with 62 children finishing the program.  A detailed sheet is in the board packet.

-June Flanagan, (formerly June Harrison), called about leaving the library a doll in her will.  The doll is over 100 years old and is in good condition.  She called to make sure that it was okay to make this provision.  Bill Atwood moved and Becky Stocke seconded a motion to accept the doll.
There were no committee reports.   

After a review of bills and financial statements by all members, Bill Atwood moved and Robert Marley seconded a motion that the invoices be paid.   Motion carried unanimously.

Under Unfinished Business, Dr. Timm reported on the situation with Burmeister Mowing and Landscaping.  After a lengthy discussion, the board decided to pay the May/June bill of $90.00 plus the interest penalty of $1.35 for work that was billed but not done satisfactorily.  The library’s account should then be current up through the termination date of July 1, 2009.  Burmeister’s service to the library was terminated due to unsatisfactory performance.   Robert Marley moved and Bill Atwood seconded a motion to  authorize Dr. Timm to prepare a letter to this effect and have Pat Booth and Donna review it.  It was noted that the letter should state that any and all future correspondence should be directed to the library’s attorney, Robert Coble, the City Attorney.   Motion carried unanimously.
 Bill Atwood moved and Stan Timm seconded a motion to authorize Pat Booth and Stan Timm to secure someone to pull weeds and clean up the landscaping.  This motion also authorized them to secure labor for landscape trimming, cleaning & maintenance.  Motion carried unanimously.

Dr. Timm also reported that the City of Flora is going to have the gazebo in Library Park cleaned and repaired.  Two quotes for HVAC and air duct cleaning were reviewed but action was tabled until the September meeting.  Mt. Vernon Glass has still not come to caulk the windows.

Under New Business, Maralee Johnson moved and Stan Timm seconded a motion to approve a budget amendment.  Motion carried unanimously.

The first quarter report was presented and tabled for questions at the next meeting.

For the per capita grant, the board:

-Reviewed library laws pertaining to public libraries and identified the need to develop a policy for disposal of personal property and update the confidentiality policy.

-Reviewed Chapter 8 “Public Services” of Serving Our Public 2.0.  Three shortcomings were noted.  The need for a reference service policy, improved access to minutes of local government meetings, and evaluation of reference service on an annual basis

-Reviewed the Administrative Ready Reference and identified the Personnel Policy as needing updating.

-Had the first reading of the Building Maintenance Plan.

Bill Atwood moved and Stan Timm seconded a motion to include confirmation in the minutes that these items have been reviewed as noted.


The board is in the process of doing new signature cards for financial accounts but new ones will have to be obtained again with the resignation of Bernadine Rankin.


Donna presented updated Multimedia Workstation Policies that include revisions of the Internet and Juvenile Workstation Use Policies, Acceptable Use Policy, and Computer Pass Policy.  It also includes the new Wi-Fi (Wireless) Internet Use Policy/Agreement.  Wireless users will have to agree to this policy online before using the library’s wireless connection.  This is the first reading; however, the board authorized turning on the Wi-Fi using the presented policy pending changes with subsequent required readings.


There were no upcoming meetings.
