Minutes from Dec meeting approved: 

Maralee Johnson made the motion, Second by Becky.  Motion past unanimous. 

Treasurer Report:  Dr. Robert Marley

See page 3.  Comments: Low interest rates make for slow growth.  Interest paid on Duff two accounts noted.  Re-imbursement was made from Building and Maintenance for the payment of duct cleaning bill.  Motion to approve the Treasurer Report made by Bill Atwood, second by Karen Briscoe passed unanimously. 

Library Director’s Report:  Ms. Donna Corry

For the first time, the library borrowed more books than we loaned on ILL. This may be due in part to the increased use of IPAC.  Statement of Economic Interest was handed out for all board members to complete and return.  January 01, the WI-FI was turned on at the library.  Mick Peterson had a book signing and approximately 25 attended.  Author Taylor Pensoneau who penned “Brothers Notorious” has a new book “Dapper and Deadly”, the true story of Black Charlie Harris and a book signing is scheduled for Feb 28 1-4PM at the library. 

Illinois Regional Library Systems- Email Day goal was to deliver 3000 emails to push the Governor and Comptroller to release the funding promised to “Help, Save Illinois Regional Library System”.  Joe had said that the reserves may run to the end of the year. The goal was reached. 

Committee Report: 

No committee report.  There is continued concern regarding repairs to windows and it is expected that drywall and ceiling may need repairs in regards to leaks. 

Payment of Bills: 

Motion to pay the bills made by Dr. Marley. Becky Stocke seconded.  Motion carried unanimous. 

Unfinished Business:  

Building maintenance as address prior regarding still need glass company to respond and take action. 

New Business: 

New Male board member is needed.  Nominations are needed and suggestions were made, Pat Booth was instructed to make the contact regarding the nominees interest.  
Friends of Library- membership drive is up and running.  

FY2009-2010 Budget Amendment (mint green) regarding line item be changed or corrected.  Budget goes to April 30, 2010.  Motion to approve made by Bill Atwood, Second by Maralee Johnson, passed unanimously. 

Gates Opportunity Online Hardware Grant – (neon green sheet) matching funds from the public in the amount of $3000 is needed to meet the Gates guidelines.  The idea is to increase the public awareness and get public involved.  Maralee will write item to alert the public to the need.  Motion to raise the money through the public by Maralee Johnson and seconded by Becky Stocke. Motion carried unanimously. 

The Long-Range Plan, 2010-2015 was approved after the final reading.
Shawnee Library System Lazerware Labor Agreement:  (Bright Yellow)

Shawnee is having financial difficulty and this agreement is being amended that each library will pay $100 per 6 months per computer to keep the service.  This agreement will finish out this ShLS fiscal year which ends June 30, 2010.  Next year the fee will probably be $200 per computer. 

Board went into Executive Session:  Wages were discussed. 

Board out of Executive Session: Regarding wages and salaries – Dr. Marley made motion to take two part time positions from $8.00 to $8.25, and give four full time positions an increase of 1.5%.  His motion also included we retain all employees.  Karen Briscoe seconded.  Motion passed unanimously.
