There were no visitors.

After thoroughly reviewing the Treasurer’s report, Maralee Johnson moved that it be approved.  It was properly seconded and approved. 


In the Director’s report, Donna reported that:

· A recent concert by country singer Rachel Hooper had an attendance of over 50 people

· Director Donna would like to purchase Carol Todd’s students interviews with veterans of this area.

· Information and policy on the new WI-FI radio for internet use and electronic equipment was received.  Wireless equipment policy was discussed.  The board decided that more information should be collected and presented at the July meeting
